The 18th Annual San Luis Obispo International Film Festival is coming and we want you to be part of the action! From March 7-11, 2012, the County of San Luis Obispo will play host to hundreds of visiting filmmakers, Hollywood celebrities, industry professionals, and film buffs, bringing an exciting world of movie entertainment to our community.

Five days of films, workshops, parties and more begins on the evening of Wednesday, March 7th when the Festival kicks off its Opening Night Movie event at the new Cuesta Auditorium, on the Cuesta College campus, halfway between San Luis Obispo and Morro Bay.

The SLOIFF is proud to present the new documentary, THE SHOT FELT 'ROUND THE WORLD, that tells the surprisingly riveting story behind the development of the polio vaccine. 

A horror movie could not be more dramatic: a disease seeks out mainly children and terrorizes them and their parents each summer. They no longer go to pools or movie theaters for fear they might contract the potentially fatal disease that often cripples its victims. A beloved, polio-afflicted U.S. President inspires the country's men, women, and children to send their dimes to fund research - some of which would go to an ambitious, but unknown 33-year-old scientist at the University of Pittsburgh who would change the course of medical history.

Dr. Jonas Salk became a true American hero as he led his team of brilliant scientists, in a race against the clock, to find a vaccine that would fight this dreaded disease that threatened the lives of millions of baby-boomers. It also illustrates the courageous passion and efforts of this country's citizens, who came together as one to find a way to fight this devastating disease.   

As Rotarians around the world know, polio has not yet been eradicated and though it isn't an immediate threat to Americans, it still rages on in India, Afghanistan, Pakistan and Nigeria. Rotary International continues to fight the battle through fundraising efforts of its philanthropic program End Polio Now.

Director Tjardus Greidanus, and producers Laura Davis and Carl Kurlander will be in attendance at the screening for a Q&A, and we hope that sons, Dr. Peter and Dr. Jonathan Salk will also be able to attend.
